 More than 25,000 Rotarians and volunteers 
from 35 districts worldwide rolled up their sleeves 
to improve their communities as part of 
Rotarians At Work Day.  

Started in 2006 by the late Bob Watson, past 
governor of District 5340 (California, USA), 
Rotarians At Work Day happens the last 
Saturday in April each year and challenges clubs 

around the world to carry out hands-on service efforts in their community.  

"It truly is a grassroots project," says Pamela Russell, governor of District 5340. "The day 
is a great opportunity to revitalize your club, bring in new members, and generate 
publicity for Rotary."  

Watson's vision was that by 2014, every club and Rotarian would participate, says 
Russell.  

"Imagine the impact when all clubs come together and perform community service 
projects," she says. "Thousands of people will benefit both indirectly and directly from 
just our one-day efforts."  

Here are a few of the projects that Rotarians carried out around the globe on 25 April:  

• To emphasize the importance of bicycle safety, 15 clubs in District 1410 (Åland 
Islands; Finland) collected 2,000 knapsacks for bike helmets and delivered 
them to local schools.  

• Members of the Rotary Club of Vasco da Gama, Goa, India, helped build two 
large steel lockers for a school in Chicalim.

1. PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

Riving Baseball in Inner Cities (RBI) is a joint project between Major League Baseball, 
the Boys & Girls Club, Charleston RiverDogs (local Yankee’s affiliate) and the St. John’s 
Parish Rotary Club to support 30 disadvantaged children from the Charleston Tri-
County area. The St. John’s Parish DSG will allow a second team from the Charleston 
area to attend the regional tournament. Selected candidates will travel to Jupiter, 
Florida participating in the RBI Southeast Regional Tournament July 21-26, 2009. 
Grant recipients are active Boys & Girls Club members who compete in an open tryout 
& are selected by a committee of four including the Boys & Girls Club Director, Head 
Coach of both teams, a prior RBI player and former head of Charleston Little League. 
After selection, participants must write an essay entitled “Breaking Barriers” which 
defines the positive impact RBI baseball has made in their lives.  Essays are forwarded 
to RBI home office in New York City for judging. One essay from each region is chosen 
for recognition at the tournament. Additionally, candidates can participate in the RBI 
Scholarship where twelve winners are awarded a $5,000 College Scholarship.  

Projected Start Date:  July 21, 2009     Projected Completion Date:  July 26, 2009 
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2. Describe the methods for achieving objectives of the Project:  

Selected players practice as a team each Tuesday & Thursday from 6-9 PM and 
Saturdays from 10 AM - 1 PM learning baseball & life skills. Coaches & mentors work 
one-on-one with each child to build excitement leading to the tournament providing 
each with a positive sense of self worth. Building pride in one’s self & community is an 
important attribute of RBI as ach recipient is required to participate in a local 
Community Service Project to attend the tournament.  

3. Describe the anticipated active participation by Rotarians in this project.   

Rotarians from several Charleston area clubs provided donations supporting St. John’s 
Rotary in their first DSG project, are invited to attend practice with players and will 
take a center role during the August 15, 2009 recognition ceremony including throwing 
out the first pitch for the RiverDogs game.                                                                  

4. Describe the humanitarian benefits of this project. 

RBI provides an opportunity for underprivileged, inner city children to work together as 
a team, travel, learn the game of baseball, become involved in Community Service & 
apply for a college scholarship. A secondary benefit is taking children off-the-street and 
engaging them in high quality activities.  

5. Describe the means by which this project will be identified as a Rotary project.    

Charleston RiverDogs actively promote RBI through radio, television & print advertising 
which will include recognition of Rotary’s contribution. Members from eight Charleston 
area Rotary Clubs will attend the August 15th awards ceremony interacting with the 
players during the evening. Rotary’s logo will feature prominently on the RiverDogs 
electronic
